Developing a Paragraph

Learning to write a well-constructed paragraph is the best way to explain yourself completely.  This sheet will help guide you through the process of creating a well thought-out and well supported paragraph.

WHAT? (This is a sentence that says what the paragraph is about.  It could answer a question)
EXAMPLE (This is where you present some evidence that supports your first sentence.  It could be a quote from the story.)
WHY? (This is where you explain why the evidence you have presented supports your statement)
WHY of “WHY?” (To yourself, ask the question “why?” about something you said in your last sentence.  Then write another sentence that answers that question)
WHY IS IT IMPORTANT? (To yourself, ask the question “why is it important?” about something you said in your “why of why?” sentence.

AS A RESULT (This is where you tell what happens as a result of what you said in the last sentence)

FINALLY (End your thought by drawing a conclusion that addresses your original thought and elaborates on it)
